No rower or coxswain may compete in two consecutive rowing races.

d.
The course is 1000 metres long and is restricted to six lanes.

e.
Due to the tight race schedule no heats will be allowed.

f.
Lightweight rowers will be allowed a five-pound allowance.

g.
Races will start at the time shown on the schedule; Crews will be called once before the start of the 

race it is the crew’s responsibility to be at the starting line five minutes before the start of their race. 

Crews arriving late and crews rowing up the course to delay the start of a race will be excluded from 

their race.

h.
National team rowers cannot compete in the events they have been selected for. They can only

compete in senior and open events.

City of Toronto Parks, Forestry & recreation Division do not allow overnight camping on the island.
