Brad Ingleton and Bob Wink, of the Severn River Rowing Club, won the Men’s “B” double (Age 36 – 42) at the FISA World Masters Rowing Championships held this past weekend (Sept 2 – 5th) in St. Catharines, Ontario. This regatta drew over 2,600 athletes from 35 countries. Brad and Bob have been rowing since University and have rowed as a doubles crew since 2002. They have enjoyed numerous successes over the years at various regattas within Canada and the USA. For over a year, the two have increased their commitment to training with the goal of winning this International regatta. They lead the 1000 metre race from start to finish, just edging their nearest competitor by 0.51 of a second. The crew was elated with the win having achieved their goal: World Master Champions. 

The crew will now change their focus and prepare for the longer 5 km head races.  As three time defending champions of the Head of the Trent Regatta (Peterborough, Ontario), they look forward to their next race on October 2nd, 2010. 
Other results for Severn River Rowing Club members include: Diane Barr was 2nd Women’s “D” quad, 3rd Women’s “C” 8+, Diane teamed up with Patti Freemen and finished 4th in the Women’s “C” double. Gord Ramey was 6th in the Men’s “G” single, Steve Ruttan and Bahram Farabakhsh were 5th in the Men’s “E” double, John Easton was 3rd & 5th in two mixed double events. Bob Wink also competed in the Men’s “A” single finishing 2nd. Brad Ingleton also competed in the Men’s “A” single finishing 3rd. Brad topped off the weekend with another first place with a win in the Mixed “C” double with partner Heather Thompson of the Barrie Rowing Club.
